HOT TUB MAINTENANCE TIPS

WATER CHEMISTRY
1. When filling your tub with water, put hose in the filter area to eliminate air locks.

2. Leave your cover off for a minimum of 30 minutes after shocking or sanitizing your hot tub as the vapours can damage your cover, filter lid and pillows.

3. Bring in your water for testing regularly; properly balanced water means less chemicals, less issues with equipment failure, longer cover life and greater bather comfort.

4. Phosphates! Yikes! Where do they come from? Phosphates come from certain soaps, detergents, creams lotions, hair products, fertilizers, perspiration and even our water supply.

5. High levels of Phosphates in your hot tub will cause greater need of shock.  Remove them with our Phosphate remover to prevent possible algae growth.

6. Increased use of your hot tub means you need to increase shock amounts.

7. Maintain water chemistry even if you are not using your hot tub.  Ensure your water is tested minimum 1-2 times per week using test strips or a test kit.
8. Don’t leave chemicals out doors or in the shed/garage during summer or winter months.  The extreme temperatures will cause damage to the products.
