HOT TUB MAINTENANCE TIPS

SUMMER

1. Are your filters over 2 years old?  Oil from our skin is not removed from the filter when just spraying with the garden hose.  It may be time to replace them if you are not soaking them in filter solution regularly.  Remember to rinse them well after or you will cause a white film in the hot tub.

2. Extend the life of your hot tub cover.  On a hot summer’s day, unzip the vinyl cover and remove the inner wrapped foam inserts to allow them to dry out as much as possible, for a minimum of 6 to 8 hours.  Wipe out and clean the vinyl skin as well.  

3. Never leave your cover off of your hot tub unless using it or adding chemicals.  The acrylic should not be exposed to the sun for an extended period of time.

4. When it is extremely hot outside and your tub temperature is set at 95’F but the topside is showing a temperature reading of 103’F.  The outside ambient air will naturally heat your tub.  Lower the set temperature or open the cover once the sun goes down to allow pent up heat to escape and help lower temperature.
