HOT TUB MAINTENANCE TIPS

WINTER
1. Remove ice and snow from you hot tub cover carefully with a broom not a shovel before using your cover lifter.  Snow and ice adds a considerable amount of weight if not removed.  Damage can occur to your cover, cover lifter and skirt.
2. Open and check your tub twice a week even when you are not using it to ensure everything is operating correctly..if you lose power to the hot tub…the pipes can freeze and cause damage to the hot tub equipment.
3. Never drain and refill your tub on a cold winter’s day or leave your hot tub drained overnight.
4. You are going on a winter holiday!  For one week or two, have a friend or neighbour check your tub and add chemicals while you are gone.  If you are gone for a few months you should have your tub professionally winterized.
5.  Use steel wool in any holes or spaces around the base of your hot tub to deter rodents.
